Accessibility and Availability

As the reigning silver medalist from the
World Equestrian Games and with a resume
of outstanding performances on the likes of
Blu Hors Martine, Blu Hors Cavan, Don
Schufro, Romanov and Don Romantic, one
might presume that Andreas is simply a
wonderful natural talent who doesn’t
necessarily need to avail himself of regular
instruction in ‘the basics’. Yet, as we
discovered, nothing is further from the truth
- in fact, he credits much of his success to
his main ‘eyes on the ground” who works
with him every week, Finn Garvey.

Andreas commented that, upon taking his
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current position at Blu Hors (the Danish
breeding barn stands some highly sought
after performance stallions and it is Andreas’
role is to produce and compete the Blu Hors
stallions and progeny), he realised he needed
some help.

“It was a big job and I had not so much
experience, being new from the School of
Bereiter (the Danish education system for
riders)”.

Selecting the right trainer, he explained, came
down to accessibility and availability -
someone he could see on a weekly basis and
could trust to give him the correct feedback
about a horse’s progress.

that is necessarily the best for every rider.
For him, the most important thing was that
Finn had vast experience from having
educated and worked with many horses
over many years, and that the results he had
produced could clearly be seen.
